1. CALL TO ORDER.
Chairman Sheriff Brown called meeting to order at 1:00. Roll call of Board members by Chairman.  Board member David Brown joined meeting at 1:30. Chairman stated a Board quorum was present. Invocation by Sheriff Andy Brown and pledge led by Chief James Harris. No public comment.
2. READING AND APPROVAL OF PRIOR MEETING MINUTES.
Motion by Chief Brandon Brown, seconded by Jeff Carpenter and carried 6-0 to approve the minutes for the January 22, 2020 board meeting. No public comment. 
3. TREASURER’S REPORT AND APPROVAL OF BILLS.
Glen McBride, 911 Director, gave the financial reports for February 29, 2020.
Motion by Chief James Harris, seconded by Chief Brandon Brown, and carried 6-0 to approve the Treasurer’s report for February 29, 2020, and to approve the January and February 2020 payments. Glen McBride gave the financial reports for April 30, 2020. Motion by Chief Brandon Brown, seconded by Sharon Satcher and carried 6-0 to approve the Treasurer’s report for April 30, 2020 and to approve the March and April 2020 payments. The cash balance of the District on April 30, 2020 is $267,301.65 at Sabine State Bank, and the Certificate of Deposits were $442,730.46 at Peoples Bank of Chatham. No public comment.

A.  Discuss 2019 CPA review report. Alayna Huckaby presented the District’s 2019 review report to the Board. The report had no exceptions or qualifications. The invoice for preparation of the report was given to the Chairman. Motion by Chief Brandon Brown, seconded by Chief James Harris and carried 7-0 to accept the report. Motion by Jeff Carpenter, seconded by Sharon Satcher, and carried 7-0 to approve payment of invoice for report preparation. No public comment.
 B.  Discuss office computers. The Director went over the issues with the District’s mapping laptop, and the issues with the Director’s office desktop computer. Hi-Tech computers had submitted proposal to replace both computers and to transfer data from old computers to the new computers. Motion by Chief Brandon Brown, seconded by Chief James Harris, and carried 7-0 to purchase the computers from Hi-Tech. Sheriff Brown asked how computers were backed up now. The Director stated the computers are backed up on attached hard drive on the desktop computer. The Director will look in to storing data of an off-site storage facility.
C.  Discuss renewal of office lease. The Director discussed the office lease where the Director office is located. A copy of the lease was given to each Director. The lease expired during the Covid meeting restrictions and the new lease was signed by the District Chairman.  No public comment.

 D. Discuss CD renewal. The Director discussed that the District has a CD expiring on July 1, 2020, at Peoples Bank in Chatham. Each Director was given copy of the current CD rates available at financial institutions in the Parish. Alayna Huckaby discussed that some credit unions did not use pledge securities to cover deposits in excess of the FDIC insurance coverage. Motion by David Brown, seconded by Chief Brandon Brown, and carried 7-0 to roll-over CD at Peoples Bank as they offered the highest one year interest rate. 

                    E. Discuss renewal of Zuerker and E-dispatch notification invoices. Copies of the renewal invoices were given each Director. The Director went over each invoice. Motion by Jeff Carpenter, seconded by Fred Tolar, and carried 7-0 to approve the E-dispatch invoice for payment. Motion by Chief Brandon Brown, and seconded by Sharon Satcher, and carried 7-0 to approve the adjusted Zuerker invoice related to the use of the dispatch system by Fire Districts. Motion by Chief Brown, seconded by Sharon Satcher, and carried 7-0 to approve the Zuerker invoice related to the use of the software by the Ambulance district.
                    F. Discuss approval of official journal. Motion by David Brown, seconded by Chief Brandon Brown, and carried 7-0 to approve the Jackson Parish Times, published by the Winn Parish Enterprise, as the official journal of the District. No public comment.

                   G. Discuss director retirement and replacement. Director Glen McBride discussed with the Board that he would not ask the Board to extend his contract to 2021, and that he would be retiring on December 31, 2020 at the end of his contract for this year. He thanked the Board for their support during his employment at the District. There was discussion on how his replacement would be chosen. Motion by Chief Brandon Brown, seconded by Chief James Harris, and carried 7-0 to table discussion on replacement until the next Board meeting on July 22, 2020. No public comment
