
Jackson Parish Recreation District Board Meeting Minutes
August 13, 2025
Jonesboro, Louisiana

[bookmark: _Hlk202877767][bookmark: _Hlk208304891]The Jackson Parish Recreation District met in regular session on Wednesday, August 13, 2025 at 12:00pm in the Jackson Parish Recreation Building in Jonesboro, Louisiana. Present: Mr. Brent Barnett, Mr. Ricky Cash, Mr. Jeff Hairston, Mr. Reggie Hall, Mr. Robert Hunter, Mr. Brandon Lamkin and Mr. Chris Womack.

The President, Mr. Cash, called the meeting to order. The invocation was given by Mr. Cash and 
Mr. Lamkin led the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mr. Cash opened the floor for public comments. Mr. Scotty Waggonor, LRCA President, gave insight on the pavilion. He informed the board that it will be hard to have a rodeo at the pavilion because of the size and insufficient parking. Mr. Waggoner suggested constructing a new pavilion with the suggested modifications. Mr. Lamkin asked Mr. Waggonor to put together a 3–5 person advisory committee to help with the planning. 

Motion Mr. Womack seconded Mr. Lamkin to approve July minutes. All in favor. Motion carried.

Motion Mr. Lamkin seconded Mr. Womack to approve June financials. All in favor. Motion carried.

Mr. Dodson gave the board an update on some of the ongoing programs at the sports complex, including the basketball and baseball/softball timeframe. Basketball will start and end earlier than previous years. Ages 9 and up will have a playoff tournament on the last day of games. The referees and scorekeepers for the tournaments will be based on how they performed throughout the season. Baseball/softball will also start earlier. Registration will begin January 12th; the season will start April 6th with an open ceremony and end by May 22nd. Allstar teams are scheduled to be picked on May 20th and 23rd. He also stated that the windows on the concession are not in good condition. He presented an estimate from Ruston Glass to put in better windows with a smaller opening at a cost of $1,350 for both. He also has plans to put in a suppression hood in the concession. He informed the board that he met with DKB Solutions, a grant writing company, about finding grants. He also discussed quotes for a new drag, $8,000, sound system and $16,000 for a sprinkler system for the dirt for the pavilion.

Motion Mr. Womack seconded Mr. Lamkin to table quotes for pavilion until further notice. All in favor. Motion carried.

[bookmark: _Hlk205286004]Mr. Dodson gave the board an update on the golf course. He informed the board of the cart shed situation. There is not enough space in the cart shed so they are selling the spots for the golf course rental carts and have moved them to the front of the club house. The carts will be moved to the side of the building, but the spot is muddy. The price from Pate & Sons Paving to put pavement on the spot is $8,000 for a 50x24 pad. There is also a bad section behind #9 green, and the cost is $6,000 to fix. The cost to fix both at the same time is $13,000  The cost for both from Amethyst Construction is $39,000.

[bookmark: _Hlk205292444]Motion Mr. Barnett seconded Mr. Lamkin to accept estimate from Pate & Sons Paving in the amount of $13,000 for asphalt paving at the golf course. All in favor. Motion carried.

Under old business, Mr. Dodson updated the board about the plans to lease a truck through the police jury. He has been in contact with them for months and doesn’t think it will happen, so he discussed trading in 3 trucks and rotating the one that he’s driving. Mr. Clay Williams, golf course manager, discussed the sales report for the golf course. The board discussed options for the pavilion. Mr. Dodson suggested changing it to a gymnasium.

Next board meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, September 10, 2025 at 12:00pm at the Jackson Parish Golf Course.

Motion Mr. Lamkin seconded Mr. Womack to adjourn meeting. All in favor. Motion carried.
